Management Agreement
This agreement serves as a basic management plan required for live exports of wildlife in 1999, as required by a decision of Cabinet.  Acceptance of and compliance with this agreement by owners/managers are prerequisites for the issuance of export permits for live wild animals to registered game dealers.

- Applicable to populations managed for live exports of wildlife from game-fenced areas 
Live exports of wildlife have been approved only for registered game-fenced areas and are subject to the following conditions:

- 
establishment of an approved management plan to ensure that wildlife populations are managed on a sustainable basis;

- 
wildlife fences must be maintained, may not contain any unauthorized opening or funnel and must be accessible for inspection at all reasonable times;

- 
a MET representative must attend each capture operation;

- 
only Namibian registered dealers may capture, keep, transport and export wildlife for export purposes (as decided by the Minister of Environment and Tourism);

- 
payment of N$ 50.00 per head for wild animals larger than an adult springbok and N$ 20.00 per head for wild animals the size of or smaller than an adult springbok; payable within 30 days after export on the basis of a certification from the MET representative or the State Veterinarian of the number per species loaded and sealed per consignment;

- 
payment of N$100.00 per permit for live exports of wildlife, payable upon the issuance of the export permit at the Permit Office, Windhoek.  (Note: a permit is required for each consignment, is not transferable, renewable, and may not be altered in any way);

- 
exports of wildlife remain subject to all applicable veterinary requirements;

- 
all consignments must be sealed after loading (by a State Veterinarian and/or an MET representative) and may not be opened or altered prior to departure from Namibia;

- 
the origin of all live exports has to be specified and must be reflected on the export permit;

· export permits will only be issued to Namibian registered game dealers upon presentation of a management agreement endorsed by the relevant owner/manager/conservancy committee.
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
